Following our contact with the FTA (Freight Transport Association) we attended a seminar on 2 Dec 2011 where presentations were given by Traffic Commissioners/the Olympic Organising Committee/Transport for London – to name but a few.

More detailed information has now been made available including London 'heat maps' by day, and breakdown of postcodes by greatest impact at given times. Neil Murphy - Rexel Transport Planning - is now setting up a database using our delivery postcodes and routes against this newly available data.  This task also includes preparing a network map for N&E and all Rexel banners within the Greater London area.
Based on this output we will be better placed to see full implications/impacts and consider alternatives to current service. I hope to be able to build a dynamic planning tool as part of The Source, which will allow branches to see different route closures etc as they are currently planned. This varies across the days of the Olympics and Paralympics

Further, we will look at supplier impacts into key hubs and alternatives. It is our plan to supply a detailed view to our business by early February so more detailed conversations can take place with all national and local customers.

Our planning meetings commenced again on 12 January, with weekly sessions to complete our first phase of impact planning.

I will of course keep you advised, but given that detailed data has only been made available since mid-December, we are now in a better position to plan.
